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PERSONAL AND SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

DRESS CODE:






_______(PI)

A.  “Private school” uniforms, including school approved footwear, will be appropriately sized and worn by all students in grades 7 – 12 Tuesday through Thursday. Polo shirts purchased from the school, tennis shoes, and slacks may be worn on Mondays and Fridays.  Pants must have belt loops, belt must be worn (black belt on Tuesday through Thursday is required), and shirt must be tucked in daily.  

B. All footwear should be worn properly. Only black leather closed toe and heel dress shoes with a 1-inch heel maximum are allowed Tuesday through Thursday. Only navy blue or white socks may be worn. Girls may wear navy blue tights during winter (no footless tights are allowed). 

C. Only white undershirts will be acceptable Tuesday thru Thursday.  Skirt length must be no more than 2 inches above the knee when standing.

D. Outerwear will consist of plain navy blue colored jacket, sweater, or coat with zipper or buttons and no hood (jackets, coats, etc. must remain unzipped).

E. No piercings allowed except for one pair of earrings. One necklace, no more than 18” maximum length, is allowed. 

F. School IDs are part of the uniform and must be worn around the neck at all times with the exception of P.E.   Lost or altered school IDs must be replaced  at parent’s expense ($2.00) within 48 hours.  Student will be in WallStreet until it is replaced.

G. No accessories to the uniform, such as vests, suspenders, and scarves are allowed.

H. Three redirects regarding uniform will result in attending WallStreet.  Repeated redirects regarding uniform will result in Saturday WallStreet.

ATTENDANCE:






_______(PI)

A. Students with 3 absences are required to attend a parent conference with the academic advisor; six absences will require a parent conference with the principal; ten absences will lead to withdrawal.  For each absence, students are required to attend Saturday WallStreet to make up their assignments.

B. Three tardies will require attendance to WallStreet (class period or school day).  Three tardies in one class equals 1 absence.  Six tardies require a parent conference with an academic advisor.

C. Skipping will not be tolerated, and students will be disciplined according to district policy.  Students who skip class will be required to attend WallStreet on Saturday.

ELECTRONICS:






_______(PI)

The use of all electronic devices, including cell phones and media devices, is prohibited between 8:00 A.M. and 5:00 P.M. Items will be confiscated from student and given to an administrator until parent comes to pick it up. Electronic devices are also not allowed during WallStreet. A student that refuses to give up the electronic device when asked by an adult will be suspended for a day and must attend Saturday WallStreet.

DAILY PREPARATION FOR SCHOOL:

Students must come to school prepared.  They must bring the following every day: 

· Agenda

· Paper

· Pencil and pen

· ID

· Binder 

Failure to come to school prepared will lead to assignment to WallStreet.

DISCIPLINE:

*Corporal punishment will be administered by parent or administrator for behavior infractions, or parents may escort their child all day in the classroom at the discretion of the administrator. Escorting involves sitting in the classroom/cafeteria beside your child all day, 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m., for the day to count. Students will be withdrawn for repeated violations.
